GATEWAY AREA CHEVELLE CLUB, INC. 

By-laws, June 2000

Article I

Purpose

Section 1:  The purpose of the club shall be to promote the preservation and enjoyment of all years and models of Chevrolet Chevelle, El Caminos and their derivatives. 

Section 2:  The club shall strive to develop family involvement in the hobby of automobile related activities.

Article II

Amendments

Section 1:  These bylaws shall remain unaltered except by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of a quorum, as defined in Article VIII, Section 1, at any regularly scheduled meeting.

Section 2:  Amendments to these bylaws may be added to by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of a quorum, as defined in Article VIII, Section 1, at any regularly scheduled meeting, subject to Section 3.

Section 3:  Proposed Amendments to the Bylaws must be published in the newsletter not less than 30 days prior to being called for a vote.

Section 4:  Proxy votes are allowed and must be received by the Secretary not less than 24 hours before the scheduled vote.

Article III

Membership

Section 1:  A Member can be any person who is genuinely enthusiastic about the preservation of classic automobiles.

Section 2:  All members must pay to the Treasurer annual dues to maintain the status of a Current Member. Dues shall be collected from each member upon the anniversary of their joining the club.

Section 3: Annual dues include the member and their family.  One membership equals one vote.

Section 4:  Dues shall be Twenty Five Dollars ($25.00 U.S.) per year.

Section 5:  The privileges of holding office, making motions or nominations, and voting shall be limited to Current Members. 

Article IV

Meetings

Section 1:  The club will hold its regular meetings at such time as recommended by its officers and approved by its members.

Section 2:  The location of  regular meetings will be recommended by its officers and approved by its members.

Section 3:  The procedures of all meetings shall be informal, but held in an orderly manner.

Article V

Officers

Section 1:  The officers of this club shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer. In addition, a Publications Chairperson, Events Chairperson, and a Quartermaster.
Section 2:  All elected officers must be Current Members, U.S. citizens and twenty-one (21) years or older.

Section 3:  Officers may appoint as needed persons to fill Chair-positions deemed necessary by simple majority vote of a quorum, as defined in Article VIII, Section 1.

Article VI

Board of Directors

Section 1:  The Board of Directors shall consist of three (3) members other than those holding an officers position.

Section 2:  The Board of Directors shall consist a Chairman of the Board, Vice-Chairman, and a member-at-large.

Section 3:  All directors must be Current Members, U.S. citizens and twenty-one (21) years or older.

Article VII

Term of Office

Section 1 :  Each officer or director shall serve for two-year or until his/her successor shall have been elected and qualified.
Section 2:  The length of service for Chair-positions shall be determined by the officers of the club.

Article VIII

Elections

Section 1 : A quorum shall be defined as the number of officers, board members and chair-positions of the club plus an equal number of non-officers.

Section 2 : Election of President, Treasure and board members shall be in May of each odd number year.  The election of the Vice-President and the Secretary shall be in May of each even number year.

Section 3 : Nominations shall be made from the floor at the regular meeting immediately prior to the May election. 

Section 4 :  All elections shall be by ballot with the exception of an uncontested officer, and then a show of hands by the members is acceptable.

Section 5 :  The new officers shall take office at the first regular meeting following the election.

Article IX

Duties of Officers and Board Members

Section 1:  It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings of the club, decide all questions of order, call all special meetings and perform such other duties as the office may require and those required by these bylaws.  He/she shall not vote on any motion or amendment except elections or unless the club be equally divided, then he/she shall cast the deciding vote.

Section 2:  It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to assist the President and the Publications Chairperson, and perform duties assigned to him/her.  In the absence of the President, or any other officer, he/she shall perform the duties of that office.

Section 3:  It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep full and complete minutes of all proceedings of the club.  Also, he/she shall keep a record of names, mailing addresses, membership status and other information pertaining to members of the club.

Section 4:  It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to collect all dues and funds of the club.  He/she shall make bank deposits and keep records of deposits.  All bills are to be paid by check.  His/her books shall be at all times open for examination and audit by the Board of Directors or at the reasonable request of any member.

Section 5:  It shall be the duty of the Publications Chairperson to produce content for a regular club newsletter and a club internet web site.  In addition, he/she shall oversee the production of club publications and sales of advertising space within these publications.

Section 6:  It shall be the duty of the Events Chairperson to research and notify the club of upcoming automotive and related events and to organize the clubs presence at said events. It shall be the duty of the Events Chairperson to organize and supervise raffles and fundraisers for the club as approved by the club.  Complete accounting shall be presented to the club members at the regular meetings.

Section 7:  It shall be the duty of the Quartermaster to inventory and securely store all items owned or in the possession of the club.  In addition, the quartermaster shall organize and oversee ordering and distribution of club possessions and apparel.

Section 8:  It shall be the duty of the Board Members to govern the actions of the Officers of the club and the Current Membership at the regular meetings and club events, to enforce observance of the bylaws, and they shall ensure that meetings are run in an orderly fashion in accordance with generally accepted parliamentary procedures.  Also, the Board of Directors shall audit the books of the club annually and report to the club at the 2nd regular meeting of the calendar year.

Article X

All Officers

Section 1:  All officers elected or appointed shall deliver to his successor all monies, books, records and other property of the club with proper accounting thereof.

Section 2:  All officers of the club shall perform the duties which are delegated or which may hereafter be delegated to them, respectfully, by the bylaws of the club or an amendment to the same.

Article XI

Vacancy and Removal

Section 1:  In case of the inability to serve as an officer, the remaining officers and board members shall appoint a member to serve the remainder of the term of that office.

Section 2:  An officer may be removed by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of a quorum, as defined in Article VIII, Section 1.

Article XII

Alcohol and Drugs

Section 1:  Club funds shall not be used for the purchase of any alcoholic beverages or drugs.

Section 2:  The club does not condone alcohol or drug use at meetings and functions which it promotes or attends.

Article XIII

Club Monies

Section 1:  Dues and other such monies collected by the club shall be kept on deposit, in a regular checking account, at a local bank, or financial institution, recommended by the officers of the club and approved by the members.

Section 2:  The club checking account shall have two members names on record.  The first being  the Treasure and the second being the President.  The address of record shall be a Post Office Box maintained by the club or other address approved by the club by regular vote.  The Treasure and President shall both hold a club checkbook.

Section 3:  Club money shall not be used for any personal purposes what-so-ever.
